A summary of the main discussion points from the second Campaigner Advisory Group meeting. To contact the CAG please email: campaigneradvisorygroup@fairtrade.org.uk. 
-CAG members attended the FF Annual General Meeting  on 13 September  to discuss the mechanism for the CAG to participate in the ownership and governance of the Fairtrade Foundation. A task group including members of the CAG, member organisations and FF staff has been set up to take this forward and make a recommendation to the FF board. 
-Joe Human was elected Chair of the group, with Becca Rowland as Vice-Chair, both for an initial term of 2 years. 
-Ashish Deo (FF Director of Commercial Relations) gave an overview of the Commercial Relations Team’s work and priorities, leading to a discussion of the opportunities for campaigners to link up with them. A number of opportunities for increased collaboration were identified, with further thought needed on the mechanisms required to enable this. 

- The majority of the CAG will take part in an afternoon session at the Supporter Conference on 09/10/10 with delegates explaining the purpose of the group and exploring ideas for how the grassroots can better feed in to the group and hold the FF to account.  

- Policy update: A campaign ask will be derived from a policy report focusing on trade injustice in the cotton industry to launch a major 1-2 year ongoing campaign addressing issues affecting marginalised farmers in the cotton industry. 
-Plans for Fairtrade Fortnight 2011 are much more advanced at this stage than in previous years, with first phase of resources available at the Supporter Conference and the microsite already live. A world record attempt at the longest (Fairtrade cotton) bunting will be a key campaigner action, and Facebook will act as a hub for general consumer online activity. 
-FF Campaigns team strategy 2011 to prioritise development of regional networks, improving systems (website, communications and application process), Olympics/tourism focus, development of a kids website and educational/campaigning work on cotton. 
-FF Fundraising team gave an update on their exploration of individual giving as a new source of income, to provide upfront investment in Fairtrade systems- developing new standards and supporting existing producers. Currently in the research phase. 
-Discussion on changes to Fairtrade Towns goal 2, to continue by email before sending proposed changes out to Towns groups for feedback before implementation. The issue of renewal applications was also raised, and will be reformed at a later date with further consultation from all Town groups.
