The Innovation Fairtrade Cotton award- sponsored by Tesco

To mark the 5th anniversary of Fairtrade certified cotton in the UK, the Fairtrade Foundation are partnering with the Ethical Fashion Forum’s INNOVATION competition to celebrate the work of fashion designers and businesses dedicated to making positive change in the industry.  

The Fairtrade Cotton Award is sponsored by Tesco, and will provide the winner with an opportunity to showcase innovative Fairtrade cotton product through one of the UK’s newest online fashion retailers www.clothingattesco.com.

Why Fairtrade?

An estimated 100 million rural households are involved in the production of cotton in 70 countries around the world. Two-thirds of this cotton is produced in developing countries. For most of these cotton farmers it is their only means of income and many are living in poverty – trying to survive on less than $2 a day. 
 
World prices for cotton have been unstable for a long time and farmers have been severely affected by the falling prices. Cotton farmers in the United States, the EU and China are highly subsidised leading to overproduction. When their huge volumes of cotton are dumped on world markets, prices are driven down and small scale cotton farmers cannot compete.  

Fairtrade provides a lifeline to farmers ensuring that they are paid a guaranteed minimum price for their cotton crop, which has been calculated to cover the sustainable costs of production. They also receive additional money –the Fairtrade premium- to invest in community projects such as education, health, and safe drinking water.  Fairtrade is an effective development tool: it gives small-scale farmers access to global markets as well as helping them to work their way out of poverty. 

There’s no difference in quality between Fairtrade cotton and normal cotton. The real difference is that the person who has grown the cotton at the very bottom of the textile supply chain has been paid a fair price for his crop.  It is not the finished fabric or item of clothing but the cotton itself which is Fairtrade certified.  Any garment made from cotton could be made from Fairtrade certified cotton.


The Fairtrade Cotton Award

The Fairtrade Cotton Award- sponsored by Tesco- will recognise designers/brands which are either already working with Fairtrade certified cotton or are looking to use Fairtrade cotton in their collections going forward.  Applicants should be able to demonstrate an understanding of the principles behind Fairtrade and have a realistic plan in place to incorporate/increase the amount of Fairtrade cotton in their range.

Applicants should be working in womenswear with a focus on jersey, soft separates and dresses.  The judges are looking for designers/brands with a strong focus on fashion forward design coupled with commerciality and affordable pricing. 
The winning entrant will be invited to work with the F&F brand at Tesco, to develop their range from design conception through to production. A selection of the winning range will be sold online at www.clothingattesco.com. The winning range will be marketed/labeled as "the winning entrants name" for F&F.

The Fairtrade Cotton Award – Sponsored by Tesco
The Fairtrade Cotton Award – Sponsored by Tesco is a competition designed by Fairtrade Foundation and Tesco. The winning entrant will be invited to work with the Tesco UK F&F team, to develop a range from design conception through to production. A selection of the winning range will be chosen by Tesco to be sold online at www.tesco.com/clothing. 
2. ORGANISER OF THE COMPETITION  
Ethical Fashion Forum are the overall organiser of the competition: Ethical Fashion Forum, Rich Mix, Unit CO2, 35-47 Bethnal Green Road, London E1 6LA.

3. CANDIDATE PROFILE  
Open to all fashion designers internationally, who have been in business for less than 3 years, designing Womenswear or Women’s Accessories.

4.  APPLICATION PROCESS

4.1 Applicants for the INNOVATION award should complete Part 1 of the application form.

4.2 Applicants who would like to be considered for The Fairtrade Cotton Award must fill in the questions in Part 1 and 2 of the form. Applicants who fill in Part 2 will be considered for both the INNOVATION Award and The Fairtrade Cotton Award.

4.3 Applicants must complete the Application Form, Business Diversity Monitoring Form, read the Terms and Conditions and sign/date the forms before returning them to the e-mail address/postal address below.  Forms which are not signed or dated will not be considered.

4.4 Entrants should include up to 6 images with their application. Images submitted electronically as part of entry must be formatted as jpeg and the e-mail should be no larger than 2mb in total

A selection of the winning range will be chosen by Tesco to be produced through Tesco’s FLO registered supply chain and to be sold online at www.tesco.com/clothing. 

7.5 To be eligible to receive the prize offered by Tesco, the winning entrant will be required to enter into a licensing contract with Tesco.  Details will be made available to the winning entrant prior to the winner being announced to the media.
