For the last 6 years Keswick Fair Trade Campaign has communicated with its members and the wider public through newsletters, press releases, articles in local magazines, advertisements, directories, exhibitions, leaflets, etc., as well as through talks and presentations.  
While we have a website, we have used it as a secondary means of communication.  We have never invested in developing its full potential to broadcast either the work of the campaign or the importance of Keswick as a Fairtrade Town, a place where Fairtrade is more fully developed than in any other tourism centre in the country.  
Our vision now is to develop a new website in a way which will further promote Fairtrade for the benefit of farmers and their families in developing countries, and for the benefit of Keswick.  At this time of severe economic down-turn, we believe that through a well-designed website not only can we more effectively communicate the messages of Fairtrade, but also can serve Keswick by advertising its Fairtrade credentials.  
We shall also use the website to communicate more effectively the growing link between Keswick and the coffee farming community of Choche in Ethiopia with whom we have a growing friendship link.
Equally important is our growing commitment to reduce paper and ink and associated costs, and to streamline the way we communicate, by using the digital media.  We are convinced that using the web much more effectively is the way forward for us, for Fairtrade, for all who are committed to Fairtrade in Keswick and for Keswick itself. 

We have had initial discussions with local firms about our vision, and are in a position now to take our plans forward.  To this end we are seeking a grant to fund the work on website re-development.

We are a strong community-based campaign registered as a charity (No. 1121690) with a large membership, which promotes Fairtrade within Keswick and District.  With the backing of the Town Council, which passed a resolution in support of Fairtrade on 16th December 2004, we achieved Fairtrade Town Status for Keswick on 11th January 2005.  Keswick is now considered to be one of the county’s leading towns in the extent to which Fairtrade is available, particularly within the hospitality sector.  In and around Keswick, there are now well over 180 hotels, guest houses, self-catering properties, cafés, restaurants, tea and coffee shops, campsites, residential centres, hostels offering their guests and customers Fairtrade tea and coffee and more.  We have also been instrumental in establishing a Cumbria-wide network of campaigning groups, which, with strong support from the County Council, achieved Fairtrade County status for Cumbria, the award being made in Keswick by George Alagiah, Patron of the Fairtrade Foundation on 11th March 2006.  Cumbria is now recognised as a leading player in the promotion of Fairtrade nationwide, with 18 Fairtrade towns / villages / zones, and more in the pipeline.
